Father,
work in my heart in these days
ahead. Help me not to lose sight
of You as only through You will I
be able to face and overcome this
trial that has entered my family.”

In Jesus’ name, Amen.

My Own Change Journey

When I began praying to let God have
my heart and I began to read the Bible,
change happened.

The Scriptures spoke the truth of
my identity to me.

“Don’t you know that those who
do wrong will have no share in the
Kingdom of God? Don'’t fool yourselves.

Change is
possible through surrender.

May your relationship
with Jesus become closer and also the
one with your child.
